1. PRESENTATION/PROPOSAL ABSTRACT (150-250 words)

Rabies is a viral disease affecting the central nervous system. It is transmitted from
infected mammals to humans and is invariably fatal once symptoms appear. Exposure is
usually through bites and the saliva of an infected animal in contact with broken skin.
Rabies can be best prevented with a three-vaccination series. Our accrediting body
(AVMA-CVTEA) is requiring all students and staff in the veterinary technician program to
be vaccinate against rabies immediately. Stating "student safety must be considered above
financial challenges". Over 200 veterinary technician programs are currently working on
compliance with this new rule. The rabies vaccine is very expensive ($685 a vaccine) and
most insurance plans do not cover it. We are working with a vaccine manufacturer and a
local pharmacy for reduced pricing and administration. To make it more affordable for our
students, we would like to add a course fee of $1800-$2100 to the fall term or divide the
course fee throughout the six term program so financial aid will help pay for it.
